The Talkeetna Experience! 

2 Days / 1 Night 

Step aboard the Historic Alaska Railroad Train for a 4-hour train ride north to Talkeetna. Welcome aboard    
America’s only full-service railroad, offering both freight and passenger service year-round.  You will head north 
through the vast land while enjoying narration from Alaska Railroad Tour Guides on the history of the railroad 
and points of interest along the way. Your train trip will end in Talkeetna. This “Northern Exposure” like town is 
filled with Alaska history and local charm. Talkeetna has long been the staging area for climbers of Mt. McKinley. 

Spend your afternoon in Talkeetna exploring the town, museums or taking an optional tour. (The Denali Grand Flightseeing 

Tour, the McKinley Experience, or the Wilderness Jetboat Adventure)  You will overnight in Talkeetna, which is located 
closer to Mt. McKinley than the official Denali National Park entrance. Talkeetna offers an unsurpassed view of the largest 
mountain on North America.  

Tour Includes: Transfers to and/from the rail depot In Talkeetna to  your overnight accommodation, roundtrip rail tour between 
Anchorage and Talkeetna, overnight accommodations and  Logistics staff coordination. 

Daily Departure From Anchorage: Day 1 Departs Anchorage At 8:15AM And Arrives In Talkeetna at 11:20AM.  
Day 2    Departs Talkeetna at 4:40PM and arrives in Anchorage at 8:15PM.  

Alaska Legends Adventure Resort (Departs From Anchorage)  

2 Days / 1 Night 

You will experience two days and one night at a luxury Alaskan Resort Lodge. From the           
Anchorage Airport you will board a 30-minute scenic flight to Alaska’s playground, the Kenai 
Peninsula, which is home to abundant wildlife, spectacular scenery, volcanoes, glaciers, world 
class  fishing and trekking opportunities. Upon arrival, you will be greeted by Alaska Legends 
Staff. You will have four excursions to choose from: Fish on! You’ll be saying this frequently  
today. You will fish from a 20 ft. power boat with experienced fishing guides showing you      
beautiful country and great fishing on the world class Kenai River. Don't worry about going hungry; your boat will be well 
equipped with a full lunch and beverages of choice. Or choose an amazing Bear Viewing Adventure; the flight will take you to 
where the bears are most likely to been seen. After an orientation, you and your guide will view bears in their natural environ-
ment. On your   return flight, you will traverse Double Glacier down to the wet lands where we quite often see beavers, wolves, 
moose, bears, and sea otters. Or you may choose a remote float plane fly in fishing trip (excellent opportunity to see bears). 
Your fourth option is to experience a fun full day of fishing and lodge activities at Alaska Legends Lodge with an afternoon Ke-
nai River Float To A Homestead Museum. In the afternoon (this will differ if you chose the Kenai River Float Trip) you will 
arrive at Kenai Peninsula’s premier lodge, Alaska Legends Adventure Resort in plenty of time to get settled, fish ‘Legends’   
Private shores of the Kenai River for Sockeye before enjoying cocktails and appetizers while you await your dinner being     
prepared by one of our Alaskan chefs.

Denali National Park Day Tour 

This is the only tour that will take you to see Denali National Park and North America’s tall-
est mountain in one day. From Merrill Field, located  in the downtown Anchorage area, you 
will board a 7-9 passenger Navajo twin engine, large windowed aircraft to embark on a  
40–50 minute scenic flight to Healy, Alaska. Each guest has a window seat on the flight. 
Once in Healy you will be transported via van with your lunch  and bus ticket in hand and be 
transported to the Denali National Park entrance. From the Visitor’s Center, you will board 
the Denali National Park Service shuttle that will take you on the only road into Denali     
National Park for a 6-8 hour guided bus trip. By using the park's shuttle system, visitors    
actively support the National Parks Service’s mission of preserving and protecting park    

resources for future generations while providing a high quality experience to present day visitors. As added benefits to the shuttle 
bus system, visitors now can enjoy viewing the park without worrying about maneuvering a vehicle, and riding in a bus enhances 
the chances of spotting wildlife. Upon completion of your tour you will be transported to Healy for your back to Anchorage. 

Daily Departure From Anchorage: Flight departs from Anchorage, Merrill Field, at 6:50 a.m. – check– in for flight at 6:40 a.m., 
flight returns to Anchorage between 8:30 p.m. and 8:45 p.m.  

Alaska Native Heritage Center 

Step into the “Welcoming House” and find yourself immersed in the culture of Alaska’s First People.  Interpretive exhibits, dance 
performances, films and galleries give you a glimpse into the life and times of  native groups from the Athabaskan and Inupiaq 
tribes to the Tlingit, Haida and Tsimshian Peoples. Just minutes from downtown Anchorage, the 26-acre Heritage Center is nestled 
on a lake and provides a walking trail through the re-created villages of five different native cultures, introducing you to their         
traditional crafts and lifestyle. Meeting Native Tradition Bearers, enjoying native artist and performers, touring the five historic 
village exhibits, demonstrations, indoor and outdoor exhibits, viewing the special  film presentation, or simply delighting in the 
beautiful natural setting makes a visit to the Center an unforgettable experience! 

Alaska Aviation Heritage Museum 

A collection of Alaska’s historical aircraft numbers 22 rare machines, 1928-1952. Two of the aircraft are the 
last examples left in the world. The National Register recognizes one of these aircraft as an historical  structure. 
Other highlight points include Lake Hood, the largest and busiest floatplane base in the world. Open Daily 9:00 
a.m. to 5:00 p.m.  

Anchorage Museum of History And Art 

Enjoy your day exploring Alaska’s largest city. Tour the Alaska Gallery at the Anchorage Museum of  History and Art. This     
exhibit displays more than one thousand objects and is the finest presentation of Alaskan history and ethnology in the state.   
Open Daily 9:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.
